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44TH ANNUAL GOLF INVITATIONAL
RAISES $260,000 FOR LITTLE CITY FOUNDATION


Palatine, IL, August 7, 2007—More than 200 golfers helped raise more than $260,000 at the 44th annual Little City Invitational Golf Tournament (LCI) held July 30 at the Ivanhoe Club in north suburban Ivanhoe. Supporters who came to the ”play your own ball” format event enjoyed golf across Ivanhoe’s 27 holes and enjoyed the private facility’s lush and challenging conditions that have earned it a spot among Illinois’ top 25 courses in a list compiled by Golf Digest. 

An array of live and silent auctions where featured during the evening’s festivities and included golf at ultra exclusive and private courses including Brookline Country Club, site of the 2001 Ryder Cup outside of Boston, and Rich Harvest Farms in west suburban Sugar Grove, site of the 2009 Solheim Cup, one of the most prestigious events in women’s golf.

This year’s golf tournament honored the residents of Little City, which included the presentation of the Morrie Kellman Award to residents of Little City attending the event. Kellman was a longtime supporter of Little City and the founder of the LCI Golf Tournament. Previous awards have gone to individuals who have supported disability efforts in the Chicago area.
