The two pieces Flasch will display are entitled Autumn Storm, a study in acrylic paint and, Found Object Covered with Green Paint, which transforms a road sign into an exploration of paint and texture.

Chicago Art Open is a visually electric exhibition showcasing the works of more than 300 prominent, mid-career, and emerging artists. The event features work in several mediums: digital, drawings, mixed-media, painting, photography, printmaking, sculpture, textiles, and installation. The exhibit is open Sunday – Saturday, hours are from 11:00 AM to 5:00 PM. There is a $5 suggested donation, but students under 18 are admitted for free. The opening reception will be held on Friday, October 5 from 6:00 to 10:00 PM, admission will be $20.00 The Chicago Art Open is sponsored by the Chicago Artist Coalition, a non-profit service organization that has championed the cause of Chicago area artist for over 30 years.
