ILLINOIS’ LARGEST USED BOOK SALE RETURNS TO CHICAGO

The book sale, which celebrates its 50th year, is expected to draw more than 50,000 shoppers with its more than 200,000 used books, comics and collectible magazines.  This year, Little City will add several new events to the Used Book Sale calendar, including author appearances and book signings.

“For half a century, bargain hunters and collectors from throughout Chicagoland and around the country have flocked to the Used Book Sale to stock their personal libraries,” said Shawn Jeffers, executive director of Little City.  “For this year’s sale, we are introducing some fun new events to reward shoppers and add even more excitement to an already terrific event.”

New events include Comic Book/Trading Card Day on Tuesday, June 10; Children’s Day on Thursday, June 12; and Friday Feature Day on June 13, with appearances by renowned authors. The Used Book Sale was hosted by the Brandeis University National Women’s Committee for 48 years before Little City assumed control of the operation two years ago.  The Used Book Sale sells books in an open-air market at cut-rate prices.  All proceeds from the event will benefit Little City Foundation, based in Palatine, Ill.
