‘President’s cabinet award’ from little city foundation
Palatine, IL, June 16, 2008 – Cook County Sheriff Tom Dart was named the first recipient of the “President’s Cabinet Award” from Little City Foundation for his “unsurpassed compassion and heartfelt support” of the Palatine-based agency.
The award was presented to Sheriff Dart today at Little City’s Board of Directors meeting in Chicago. Making the presentation were Board President Fred G. Lebed; Sid Liebenson, Board member and Honorary Mayor of Little City; Ed Hockfield, Executive Vice President of the Board; and Little City Executive Director Shawn Jeffers.
The award was created last year as one of three levels of awards for those outstanding individuals, groups or businesses that provide a continuous high level of support to Little City. The President’s Cabinet Award is the highest of the three new awards, which also include the Mayor’s Council Award and the Little City Ambassador Award.
“Sheriff Dart has provided consistent support to Little City during the last two years, especially in regard to our used book sale and our Smiles Tag Days campaign,” Hockfield said. Without his support and that of Cook County Sheriff’s office, these fundraising efforts would not be anywhere near as successful as they were.”
During the last year, using their own time, the staff at the Cook County Courthouses held a month-long drive that brought in 10,000 donated books for Little City’s used book sale, which just ended this past Sunday. The Cook County Sheriff’s office also helped raise nearly $10,000 for the Smiles Tag Days last year.
Sheriff Dart thanked the Little City Board, adding “We will continue to support this great organization in any way we can in the future. You do amazing things for the lives of people with developmental disabilities. I am very honored by this award, but it belongs to every one of our great employees at the Sheriff’s office who helped with these projects.”
