ATTORNEY JOHN J. George to receive top award

Besides his work with Little City, George is also an active member with many civic organizations, including the Civic Advisory Board of Hinsdale Hospital, the Illinois Bar Association, Xavier University, St. Ignatius College Prep, the Catholic Lawyers Guild and Old St. Patrick’s Church. He was honored by St. Ignatius College Prep for his contributions to the legal community, as well as by DePaul University College of Law for outstanding service rendered to the legal profession.

The Legacy of Distinction award is named after Port, a longtime businessman and philanthropist who was also a longtime supporter of Little City. Port, who founded the Des Plaines-based Lawson Products firm, passed away in 2007.
