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The purpose of the Biological Parents Rights and Responsibilities is to ensure that biological parents who are willingly placing their child up for domestic adoption receive full disclosure of their rights and responsibilities as a biological parent and are informed of the Illinois Adoption Registry. 
SCOPE

This policy applies to all biological parents with non-DCFS involved children who are considering 

relinquishing their parental rights. 

POLICY

It is the policy of Little City Foundation to ensure that each biological parent who is considering relinquishing their parental rights is provided with full disclosure of their rights an responsibilities in accordance with DCFS Rule 401.510 g) and is given this information in his/her preferred language.  Per the rule, Little City Foundation will only use form CFS 403-C as obtained through Central Stores or the Department’s website (www.state.il.us.dcfs) and will not alter the form in any way.

PROCEDURE

Upon the initial meeting with a prospective biological family, the agency adoption worker shall read out loud each page of CFS 403-C to the biological parents.  The bottom of each page shall be initialed by the adoption worker and biological parents attesting that the form has been read aloud in its entirety by the agency representative and concerns have been addressed to the satisfaction of the biological parents.  

The agency representative shall verify that a copy of the CFS 403-C was provided to the biological family and that the originally signed form with each page initialed and the back page signed and dated by the agency representative and biological parents is maintained in the adoption agency’s file. 

Additionally, the adoption worker shall review and provide the biological family with the Illinois Adoption Registry and Medical Information Exchange brochure “Illinois has put the Option back in Adoption” and provide direction to the family on registering their information on the registry.

In the event that a applicable infant is relinquished through the Safe Haven Law and contact with the biological parent has not been established, the agency representative shall document in the file reason why the CFS 403-C was not able to be reviewed and the efforts made to locate and meet with the biological parents.
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
