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The purpose of the Disclosure Policy is to ensure that Little City Foundation provides all individuals involved in the process of adoption full disclosure of information regarding agency policies, procedures, eligibility criteria and fees, birth parent and adoptive parents rights and responsibilities and additional child/family specific information that is subject to the confidentiality requirements of the Child Care Act of 1969 and the Adoption Act.

SCOPE

This policy applies to all individuals considering becoming involved in the adoption process through Little City Foundation.  

POLICY

It is the policy of Little City Foundation to ensure that families interested in the adoption process through Little City Foundation are provided with agency specific information before making their agency choice.  Once a family has chosen to work with Little City Foundation, the family will be provided with non-identifying information in order to make an informed choice about placement. 

PROCEDURE

Little City Foundation will post on its website or provide in writing to any individual seeking adoption services the following information:

Description of adoption services and programs 

Summary of policies and practices 

General eligibility requirements 

General description of fees and refund policies 

Rights and Responsibilities for both birth and adoptive parents 

Information about the IL Adoption Registry 

Information about the Adoption Agency Information and Complaint Registry. 

Agency Grievance Policy 

HIPPA Notice of Privacy Practices 

After a biological family chooses to engage in the adoption process with Little City Foundation, the family will be provide with non-identifying adoptive parents information when selecting parents for their child, which include:

· Age of the adoptive parents

· The race, religion, and ethnic background of the adoptive parents

· The education, occupation, hobbies, interests and talents of the adoptive parents

· The existence of any other children born to or adopted by the adoptive parents

· Any additional information that the adoptive family wishes to provide about themselves

Adoptive parents will be provided no later than the day of placement with non-identifying background information about a child we place.  In no way will this information disclose the name or last known address of the biological parent, grandparents or siblings of the biological parent, adoptive person or relative of the adoptive person.

· The age of the biological parents

· The race, religion and ethnic background of the biological parents

· The general physical appearance of the biological parents

· The education, occupation, hobbies, interests and talents of the biological parents

· The existence of any other children born to the biological parents

· Information about biological grandparents, reason for emigrating into the United States, if applicable and country of origin

· The relationship between biological parents

· Detailed medical and mental health histories of the child, biological parents and their immediate relatives

· The actual date and place of birth of the adopted person

If in the case of a child relinquished through the Safe Haven Law and no biological parent information was obtained by the accepting facility, the agency representative will document for the adoptive family the reason why such information is not available.

Little City Foundation will document, in writing, the non-identifying information that was provided to the adoptive parents. Copies will be maintained in the adoptive parents' file and the biological parent's file. A signed and dated statement by the adoptive parents acknowledging receipt of this non-identifying information shall be kept in the adoptive parents' file, along with a detailed list of the information or documents provided. A copy of the acknowledgment will be provided to the adoptive parents.
